Yet this doesn’t always mean feeding people in Africa, building a home in Wimberley, or some other large task.  But discovering on the Roadtrip that God uses small things to bless us in BIG ways!  


And last but not least – remember to take the time to fill up, refuel, reenergize yourself and your soul.  God even rested after creating all things.  What gives you energy?  What helps you when you are feeling overwhelmed or under appreciated?  Long walk in the hot Texas sun (or at night when it’s cooler!) --- Halo --- a few Ipod tunes --- gardening --- hosting a few friends --- prayer --- time alone --- time in a river or pool?  Whatever it may be, we were and are reminded that we have to take that time in order to be affective in our service.

What a week of learning!  Not to mention high ropes, horses, archery, a little barn dancing and lots of singing.  It was a great Roadtrip of service and faith with these young people. Mission of the month:  operation good shepherd

Operation Good Shepherd (OGS) is the financial assistance arm of the Wimberley Ministerial Alliance.  The OGS fund helps local residents with utility, rent, medical, and transportation expenses.  All funds collected stay in Wimberley to help residents who live in the WISD boundaries. The OGS fund is administered by the Barnabas Connection, a community outreach program at Wimberley United Methodist Church.  People in need of assistance are to call the Barnabas Connection at 847-1664 for more information.

In July all donations will be given to the Back to School Fiesta project, hosted by Barnabas Connection.  The Back to School Fiesta has become an annual event with many community partners providing Wimberley ISD students with free school supplies, back to school haircuts, immunizations from the Hays County Health Department, dental and vision screenings and more.  The Fiesta was hosted for the first time in August of 2006 and provided free school supplies for 100 children. The 2008 Fiesta helped 240 children and we are anticipating helping 300 children in 2009.

Back to School Fiesta Partners currently include the Wimberley Rotary Club, Wimberley Presbyterian Church, St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church, St. Mary’s Catholic Church, Lutheran Church of the Resurrection, Wimberley United Methodist Church, Wimberley Community Civic Club, and the Wimberley Lion’s Club.  

LCR has made a commitment of $400 – we are almost halfway there!  Please help us to reach our goal.  Once the goal is met, the remainder of our monetary gifts will go directly to OGS.
