One of the games | have always enjoyed playing with campers our Lutheran Camp Chrysalis is
“My Train.” It goes like this. You point to an object or a person and say something like, “My
train goes from that chair to Sally sitting over there, but that doesn’t work.” Then you point to
another object or person and say something like, “Listen! My train goes from that window to the
swimming pool, and that works.” The campers then try to figure out what works and doesn’t
work. The key to what works is using the word “listen” before you tell where the train is going.

This is a great way to emphasize that listening is an important part of how we interact with one
another. That is so true in the Church especially in a transitional time like we are in at LCR.

One of my jobs as a transitional pastor is to ask challenging questions and then really listen to the
answers. Even more important is for you as congregational members is to listen to one another.
“How are you doing?” is not just an idle question. When we ask it, we should be ready to listen
to the answer and the answer should be an honest one.

So as a congregation, how are you doing? Think and pray about it. If you want to talk about that
just give me a call. I will be glad to listen and I think we will find “that works” in helping us to

find out where we are going and how we will get there.
