2009 Southwestern Texas Synod Assembly Report

United in Ministry—God’s Work. Our Hands was the theme of the 18th Southwestern Texas Synod Assembly held in McAllen Saturday and Sunday, May 16-17. Among the 448 participants were LCR’s Pastor Jennifer and lay delegates, Mike and Shirley Schliessmann. The Rio Grande Valley’s richly diverse, joyful, colorful and welcoming ambiance permeated the event!

A spirited and moving English-Spanish opening worship service of Holy Communion on Saturday morning featured music by El Mariachi de la Basilica de San Juan and a bilingual sermon by the Rev. Dr. Javier (Jay) Alanis, born and raised in the Valley and currently Associate Professor at the Lutheran School of Theology in Chicago.  The orchestra of Edinburg’s First Lutheran, a brass ensemble from UT-Pan American, and a massed assembly choir provided music for Sunday’s service of Holy Communion. The assembly also included four Book of Faith Bible studies, each emphasizing a different way to approach Bible study. Pastor Jennifer presented one of the approaches.


The Assembly Without Walls field trips were a wonderful experience and an assembly highlight and gave participants the opportunity to experience first-hand the ministry and life in the Rio Grande Valley. Each tour offered exposure to some of the many issues and aspects of life along the border, including: 1) Migration, Immigration and Colonias; 2) Health Care; 3) Border Wall and Environment; 4) Housing; and 5) the Basilica of Our Lady of San Juan del Valle. Assembly Without Walls clearly helped participants understand the impact and relevance of this year’s Synod-wide offering to the church’s border ministries. At the assembly’s close, the offering totaled $70,272.67 from 95 of 176 congregations, including LCR’s offering of $610.
