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Mission of the Month:  Back to School Fiesta, 2011!

The Back to School Fiesta is an annual event with many community partners providing Wimberley ISD students with free school supplies, back to school haircuts, immunizations from the Hays County Health Department, dental and vision screenings and more.  The majority of the students served by the Fiesta are on the free and reduced lunch program at WISD.  The Fiesta was hosted for the first time in August of 2006 serving 100 children, in 2007: 180, 2008:  240, 2009:  380, 2010:  480 children received school supplies.   Do you see a pattern?  The need is great in our community.  This year the goal is to assist 500 children and their families.

In 2010, 15+ different community organizations and faith communities were important partners with the Back to School Fiesta providing financial assistance and volunteers.  New last year was the Shoes for Kids campaign, which gave a $10 Payless Shoe gift card to each child.  Last year LCR donated $470 to the Fiesta and we plan to continue to help.  Our goal for financial assistance is $450 for the 2011 Fiesta.  Please help us to reach our goal. There’s an RSVP sheet on the welcome desk in the narthex, and everyone—young and old alike—is invited and encouraged to come.  What’s in store? A free barbecue lunch, lively mariachi music, lots of games and activities for children, and pleasant intercultural camaraderie.  The overall purpose is to be a festive occasion for Anglos and Hispanics to come together as a community to celebrate and grow in understanding of each other’s cultures.  Bring your family, bring your neighbors, and bring your friends. Join in the fun, meet new people, make new friends ~ FIESTA promises to be a festive, fun-filled afternoon! 

FIESTA is being sponsored by Amigos de Jesús, a local faith-based, ecumenical task force in which LCR participates. On Sunday, June 12th, Connie Maverick, Amigos chair and member of St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church, will join us during worship with a personal invitation to FIESTA and a Temple Talk about the work Amigos de Jesús is doing in Wimberley.

AMIGOS DE JESÚS: DOING SMALL THINGS WITH GREAT LOVE
“We cannot all do great things, but we can do small things with great love.”

These words were spoken by Mother Teresa of Calcutta, who dedicated over 40 of her 87 years of life ministering to others. They exemplify the work being done in Wimberley by Amigos de Jesús, a faith-based, ecumenical task force supported by the Wimberley Ministerial Association. The Amigos mission is based on Matthew 25:40: Inasmuch as you have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, you have done it unto me.  

Amigos de Jesús was formed in 2008, initially to seek ways to reach out to the Hispanic day laborers who gather at the Catholic Church hoping for work. Its focus has evolved into meeting many of the basic human needs of our local Hispanic families. Members of LCR have participated in the work of Amigos in numerous ways: by providing breakfast to the day laborers, by contributing to a drive for warm clothing and blankets, and by helping with summer classes which prepare two-to five-year-old children for school and help older ones maintain and enhance their skills. For the past two summers—and continuing this year—two of LCR’s youth, Hannah and Madelyn Raska--have devoted time every week to teaching basic skills to the children of families living at Garza Mobile Home Park. In its first year, Carlie and Parker Tise also helped with the summer classes.

One of Amigos’ most recent projects is to provide a safe recreation area for the children and parents of Garza Mobile Home Park where they can play, interact, hold summer classes, picnic and relax together. The families who live there are extremely motivated to build and maintain this area, but they do not have the means to purchase materials for the project. Amigos de Jesús is assisting by sponsoring the project. 

LCR has the opportunity to help make this dream a reality! We can join in with other local churches and individuals with monetary gifts for items on the Amigos “Park Wish List.” Our youth—along with several other members—have already committed a gift of $120 ($60 will come from the youths’ soda fund) for the purchase of two children-sized industrial picnic tables with attached benches.
