Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,


What a gift and blessing I received in April to be able to go back to Nebraska to see family and friends and to celebrate important milestones in the lives of my parents and niece.  My short trip “back home” was not boring, relaxing or unforgettable.  I’d like to share a couple of the unforgettable moments.


It began in the back seat of the car while my father got stopped for speeding.  He’s not been pulled over by the cops in over 25 years!  He told the State Trooper “that’s why he has cruise control.”  I guess it worked; he drove away with just a warning.  (15 miles/hour over in a construction zone --- he’s SOOO lucky.)  It provided a very good laugh for the whole family!


This tale carried us into an evening of joy and celebration as we continued to share stories of life, love and marriage.  My parents honored 40 years of marriage with an Open House in our small town of Leigh, NE – a town of 408 (mom had to point out the 8!).  Everyone was there from family to church members, business folks, old friends and new ones – including the whole Police Department (one officer!), County Sheriff and Senator.  Yes, my parents have connections! At one point there was a line down the street about a block long of people waiting to come in and greet my parents.  What a gift and blessing for them as they counted around 250 people who walked through the doors to eat, drink and tell lots of stories.  I learned so much about my parents that I didn’t know before.  And I think a few of my high school teachers shared stories about their daughter and son that parents are never suppose to find out!


My time in Nebraska ended by worshiping with my home church and witnessing the confirmation of my niece and goddaughter, Elizabeth. It was a beautiful and uplifting service.  I was honored to be a part of the ceremony to lay my hands on Ellie and pray over her and bless her continued faith journey.  


Her confirmation verse is from Lamentations 3:22-23.  “God’s loyal love could not have run out, his merciful love could not have dried up.  They are created new every morning.  How great is your faithfulness!  I am sticking with God, I say it over and over.  He’s all I’ve got left.”  Kind of a strange verse for a quiet (well at least some times) girl that doesn’t talk much about faith.  And yet her pastor described and encouraged her with one word:  faithful.  


Lamentations was written by an eyewitness to the fall of Jerusalem and Judah’s forced exile to Babylon.  Though appalled at the severity of the national destruction, the poet still trusts God, desperately hoping that He will also renew mercy.  Therefore being faithful to His people and His promise.  

Ellie, along with the other confirmation students, wrote a faith statement that was shared with the congregation.  Here is a portion of what she wrote:  

My life in the church as a Christian began with my first communion.  It made me feel special because I knew that everyone was praying for me and for my spiritual life.

The people that have been encouraging me in my life of faith are my parents, of course, because they prayed with me when I was little and they taught me to pray for forgiveness and grace.  Many other family members have influenced me because they have shown me how wonderful it is to have God in my life.

Knowing that Jesus is in my life has helped me through my hard times.  It’s great to know that He is always with me, wherever I go.  He looks over me and keeps me safe.  Jesus loves me no matter what.  

So being a Christian makes a difference in the way I live.

So I’m a pretty proud aunt. What beautiful statements of trust and hope in the knowledge of the Faithful One.


The pastor created beautiful banners for each student and the congregation signed the back with words of blessing, wisdom and encouragement.  They were being faithful to the call as a congregation in love and support of one another.  Being God’s people together as witnesses of His love for one another.  Answering the baptismal and affirmation of faith question:  “People of God, do you promise to support these young men and women and to pray for them in their life with Christ?”  Answering:  “We do and we ask God to help and guide us.”  Answering:  We will be faithful to our promise as You are faithful to us!

Faithful.  This word keeps coming up in my prayers and reflection upon my time “back home.” How faithful God has been to His promises to me and my family as we journey through tough choices and conversations about end of life matters and at the same time continually celebrate the here and now.

My few days away from my home in Texas was a time of celebrating the milestones in the life of people so important to me.  Together, as a community of faith – as people of God in Wimberley – as LCR, we too celebrate and honor one another and the milestones in our lives.  Together – we are faithful to the One who is ultimately faithful to His people.  Thanks be to God!

A Message on Stewardship 


This is my first article submission to the LCR newsletter, so if you are reading this, I appreciate your attention.  

Another church council member was kind enough to characterize what God gives us as a table.  It is important that all four legs of a table be stable, or else the table will not stand very well, right?  We all can divide what's been given to us up into four categories, or four main "T's" - time, talent, treasure and testimony.  These four elements or legs of the table each are as important as the others.  Imagine a square, four-legged table that had one or more unstable legs!  It would not function very well.  

Another thing to bear in mind when thinking of how we can be better people and better Christians is the concept of  the tithe, or giving ten percent of everything we are given to the church.  For example, in a bad economy, a person who may have lost his or her job and formerly gave ten percent of his or her money to the church may consider giving more time to the church.  Talents are what we all do well.  So, if there is an area of your life where you excel particularly, you may want to think about how you can use that talent for the church.  

Treasure in this example is money.  You may want to think about giving more to the church if you can, but in this economy, this is probably not a good suggestion for many, though some may benefit monetarily from a bad economy, like an individual who owned a thrift store.  

The fourth leg of the table is testimony.  You can share God's good news with those around you and share stories of how your faith has helped you in your life.  This is somewhat difficult for the kind council member who gave me the idea for this article in the first place and myself.  I get concerned with whom I may offend or who may not like me when I tell them about my faith journey.  Also, with workplaces and separation of church and state and whether or not one works in a public place there can be issues associated with the testimony “leg”.  

However, the point of this article is that we can all think more about how we can give more to the church, be it in terms of any of the four legs.  If possible, it is also important to try to give ten percent of one's life back to God, especially if we believe that God gives us everything, like “ourselves, our time, and our possessions” which we say every Sunday.  So, if we can get close to giving ten percent of our lives back to God who has given us everything, then that would be great!  

As aforementioned, if for whatever reason we cannot give money like we have in the past, maybe we could tell more people about God (testimony), do what we do best for the church (talent), or help more with church functions or other positive, Godly endeavors (time).
