Dear Friends in Christ,

So it’s the middle of August and I openly confess to you that I am overwhelmed.  I just came to the church office from the bank (which is never a fun trip), returned a few phone calls and mistakenly looked at a to-do list on my desk.  So now, as I sit and stare at the computer’s blank screen to come up with something clever to write - I also scan to the desk and see piles of “stuff” to be accomplish.  Prep for this or that, books to read, articles/magazines to scan, future ministry ideas to contemplate, a calendar full of places to go and people to see, and of course the several small pieces of paper that consist of my to-do lists.  And that’s just at church; can you imagine what my house looks like???

As I was scanning I noticed a title of a book that I’m very excited to read, “The Financial Wisdom of Ebenezer Scrooge:  Transforming Your Relationship with Money.”  I love the movie Christmas Carol.  You’ve seen it, or some version of it, right?  Where Ebenezer is a grouchy man that saves every penny, giving nothing to anyone.  He is sent three ghosts (past, present and future) to help him “transform” his life.  Honestly, I could use some “transformation” right now.  Especially when it comes to money.  

We’ve all been there at one time or another in our lives.  A time where you are strapped for money and count the days to the next paycheck, retirement/government/investment check – wherever it is that we get our funds.  This may be due to an unexpected large bill or back to school shopping which has taken its toll on the pocket book or maybe it’s that the economy’s situation isn’t bouncing back as quickly as you had hoped.   Whatever the case, you are strapped.

I bought this book in a time of “financial crisis” as I liked its on-line review and hoped that it will help me to “transform” my attitude.  The author of this book has identified the unhealthy “money scripts” which bound Ebenezer Scrooge, such as:


You can’t trust anyone with your money.


People only want you for your money.


You must work hard for money.


You can never have enough money.


Money will give you meaning in life.


The more money you have, the happier you will be.


You can never be happy if you are poor.


Giving to the poor encourages laziness.


If you had more money, things would be better.

Can you just see Ebenezer saying all these things?  Have you ever said or even thought them?  Let me be the first to say – YES, I have.  I have, at one point or another in my life, thought that if I could just make more money things would be better.  Some of us grew up in an era where “You must work hard for money,” was what we were taught.  The same goes for the trust statement and especially, “People only want you for your money.”  We all have “money scripts” that we were taught by the generations before us, in our families and in society.  What are your money scripts?  

What are the money scripts of LCR?  A common one that I hear from within and outside of LCR (our community/world at large) is, “We do not have enough.”  I suspect that this particular script has life in every congregation.  A biblical text that challenges this claim could be from Ephesians 3:21-22 where Paul writes:  “Now to God who at work within us can accomplish abundantly far more than all we can ask or imagine, to him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus to all generations.”  Can you imagine what might happen in a congregation if that was the script and people really acted upon and believed that “We have all we need to do what God wants us to do”?  In my head I know this statement to be true, but do I understand this in my heart?


Do you need transformation?  Do we as a church?  Let me be perfectly honest here and confess – I DO!  I certainly need to be transformed these days.  Would you like to join me in this journey?  Almost all of us have unbiblical money scripts that impact our behavior.  And we are seldom brave enough to examine them, to bring them into the light of scripture.  Until now!  I am challenging myself, as I prepare to read this book and while reading, to write down and take a close look at my own money scripts.  This could be scary ground for me – for us – but I invite you to join me on this “money script journey.”  I’m excited to dive in and learn more from Ebenezer’s transformation (in secular form) and bring that to light in faith and love.  


I’ll keep you posted.  And I’ll continue to share the information I learn from Ebenezer.  I invite you to share with me your thoughts and prayers – your money scripts – individually and as a congregation.  This is not a journey to take alone.  It will take us all to be bold and brave as we face bringing our fears into the light.


Blessings to us all as we transform our money scripts.

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Mission of the month:  feed the hungry


For September and October we are going to focus on feeding the hungry in our midst and in God’s entire world.  Our extra contributions will go to support the Crisis Bread Basket and the Hays County CROP Hunger Walk.  Please indicate on your contribution which organization you would like to support.  If it doesn’t matter, it will be divided equally between the two.


The Crisis Bread Basket, Wimberley’s local food pantry, came to fruition in August, 1986.  It started in the back of the local mid-wifery by the Men’s Groups at St. Stephen’s and St. Mary’s.  The Methodist Church soon joined in it’s efforts and a whole new community birthed from all of the local churches pitching in to help provide food and help for those in need.  

The CBB’s purpose is to supply food to Wimberley’s families (on a temporary basis) that are having financial difficulties.  This is a volunteer run organization.  All funds given are primarily used to purchase food.  On an average week (open only two days) the CBB serves about 50 people and they are currently noticing the rise of those numbers.  Hours open:  Tuesday, 5:30-6:30pm & Thursday, 3:00-4:00pm.


What is the CROP Hunger Walk?  Neighbors walking together to take a stand against hunger in our world. Together we raise awareness and funds for international relief and development, as well as local hunger-fighting.  This event takes place in San Marcos in October. Be watching for more information.

Did you know?  Texas has the highest rate of food insecurity in the nation for children under the age of 18.  And in Central Texas, 1 in 4 children and 1 in 5 adults suffer from hunger or food insecurity (unable to access adequate amounts of nutritious food necessary for healthy life).  Who is hungry?  The elderly living on fixed incomes, low income families with children, the sick and disabled, people suffering from hard ties, and people living paycheck to paycheck.  Why are people hungry?  Failure to make a living wage, poverty, medical and prescription bills, high cost of living, and other temporary circumstances.  (All information is according to www.haysfoodbank.org)

Cross trails ministry needs help


It was published in the Vista that this ministry (which is Camp Chrysalis and Ebert Ranch) is in need of help from congregations and individuals.  Their Legacy of Promise Campaign raised $1.5 million through gifts and pledges of gifts, which funded new buildings as well as air conditioning in many of the older cabins.  Unfortunately due to the downturn of the economy 146 pledges are not currently being paid on (the intention was there, but can’t be met).  The money had already been borrowed for the work based on the pledges.  The article stated that as of the end of June there are $125,313 in pledges from people who cannot currently make the payments and $90,377 in unfounded construction costs.  Plus they are paying $64/day in interest.

My New Best Friend

My New Best Friend is a community effort to assist those who are caregivers for a family member.  The program offers four hours a week of supervised activities for the ambulatory person who needs constant supervision.  The problem may be either mental or physical as long as the person is amenable to supervision.  My New Best Friend is a very family-like atmosphere.

Chapel in the Hills has donated the use of their old parsonage for this purpose.  The hours are 10 am until 2 pm on Wednesday and Thursday.  Clients bring their own lunch.  No medication is administered.  No therapy other than friendship is attempted.  

The program plan is to have two friends for each client so the friend comes only twice each month.  Activities are designed to foster self-worth in the clients. (Presently we are making gift bags for Dell Children's hospital. In the past we have made greeting cards, bookmarks, etc.) The sponsoring groups, churches and organizations of Wimberley are asked to supply us with volunteers.  We seek no monetary funds.  In order to schedule a respite slot, the director and a medical person must evaluate the client before they are accepted.  

There is no charge for the program.  All that we need just seems to appear at our front door.   We currently have 11 clients.  We try to have only four clients a day in order to keep the environment calm and simple.  If a facilitator can be arranged, we will then open three days a week.  This gives us four clients, four volunteers and a facilitator each day.   For information about volunteer opportunities, speak with Harriet Powell or call Naomi Holman at 847-0340.
